The Education, Public Institutions & Miscellaneous, and Local Government Committee met on September 12 to develop a means for handling the numerous topics assigned to our Committee.  Our three summer meetings (June, July and August) were dedicated to gathering background knowledge on specific topics assigned to our Committee. The June meeting included speakers addressing Public Institutions and Miscellaneous. The July meeting included speakers addressing Local Government.  And the August meeting included speakers addressing Education.
With the benefit of this background, the Committee sought to chart a course for addressing these important, yet unique, topics.  Rather than hearing from outside speakers, the Committee used the meeting to craft a plan for handling our business in a structured manner.  It was agreed that the Committee and those appearing before it would be best served by dividing the topics, as previously done, and dedicating a period of time to each individual topic.
Accordingly, the Committee will first address the topic of Education, as set out in Article VI of the Ohio Constitution.  Once the Committee has exhausted that subject, our plan is to address Local Government issues in the Ohio Constitution.  Thereafter, the Committee will review the Public Institutions & Miscellaneous sections of the Constitution.  While a pressing issue can be brought to the Committee's attention at any time, it is our belief that our work will be most effective and efficient by dividing our time in this manner.
To begin our consideration of Article VI (Education), we will be inviting speakers to our October and November meetings to address background legal issues associated with the current provisions in Article VI as well as possible topics for the Committee to consider further as it carries out its obligation to "modernize" the Ohio Constitution.
